station, waiting for the numerous trains on the Main line to fly past us at 80 MPH.
Then, after waiting for over 5 minutes, we play chicken; crossing the 3 existing
tracks to get to the northern side of the track to pick up Queens Village
passengers. Adding more trains, at faster speeds, with another track to navigate
over, will only make this situation worse and more dangerous for the Hempstead
Line Customers. My concern is how will this impact the Hempstead Line and what
is to happen to the Hempstead line's future?

Western Aging Infrastructure

on third track, it should be on the aging infrastructure in the west. This needs to
be fixed before we begin to attempt to jam even more train traffic into an already
overcrowded and aging system.
